
‘Improvements at the Port’


The management of the N.S. & T.R. is sparing no exertions to 
make Port Dalhousie without any equal as a summer resort.

The latest work to be completed under the direction of Mr. Seixas 
is the erection of twenty-five bath-houses along the beach. The 
entire structure measures 80 by 42 feet and each of the twenty-five 
compartments is of ample size to give every accommodation and 
convenience to its occupant. For the further accommodation of 
bathers a four-foot walk has been laid to the bath-houses and 
thence to the beach. The spot will henceforth be known as 
Lakeside Park, and when all the contemplated improvements 
have been made it will be one of the prettiest spots in Ontario.
